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The CD-ROM contains an autoplay function. Place the CD-ROM in your disk drive and it should start automatically. 
Click on the opening picture and buttons will appear. Click ONCE on a button to access the materials. Close files and 
folders to return to the buttons. This function will not work on Apple Mac.  Instead the folders and files can be 
opened by accessing the CD-ROM as you usually would. Many of the materials provided on this CD-ROM require 
ADOBE READER. This can be downloaded free from www.adobe.com, however you will find that most computers 
already have it installed.
