This workshop is presented by LUCIA SMITH, a speech pathologist who has been working in schools
and community health for over 15 years. Four years ago, she began PELICAN TALK SPEECH
THERAPY RESOURCES AND CONSULTANCY, providing programs, training and free online support for
parents and educators on the topic of speech, language and literacy development.

BENEFITS OF RUNNING THE TRAINING

As we know, in Victorian schools, it is extremely rare for a student with a severe language
impairment to receive funding via the Disabilities and Impairments Program. Teachers find that
they are having to cater for such students in their class with very little support. Often these
students make slow academic progress, can be disruptive or difficult to engage and can
compromise the learning opportunities of others. With a better understanding of language
impairments, teachers find that the strategies covered in the workshop are much easier to
implement when they return to the classroom. Real differences can be made in classroom
management and in the wellbeing of the student with the language impairment.

WHAT DOES THE TRAINING INCLUDE?

The workshop takes participants through 12 experiences that simulate subtypes of a language or
literacy impairment. Real life examples are discussed along with strategies that will assist.
Participants receive handouts to take away and free online support should questions arise later.
NOTE: Many of the strategies discussed assist not only children with specific language impairment,
but also children with intellectual delay, ADHD, Down Syndrome and autism spectrum disorder
(including Aspergers Syndrome).

WHO SHOULD ATTEND?

All staff at your school should attend! A language impairments doesn't just switch off during art
class or phys ed. Parents of students with language impairment have also attended workshops and
have commented that they understand their children more since attending.
